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INTRODUCTION





Over the last twenty years the proliferation of lethal anti-helicopter weapons on the modern battlefield has forced a revolutionary change in the approach to conducting the traditional heliborne assault.


Threat aerial platforms (both fixed wing and helicopter) designed specifically to counter our airborne mobility present us with a particularly difficult tactical problem. In order to survive and operate effectively in the face of
