3. COMMUNICATIONSTC "4.
COMMUNICATIONS"
3.1. ATC COMMUNICATIONTC "4.1.
ATC COMMUNICATION"
Communication with ATC will normally be performed by the leader.

3.2. INTERNAL COMMUNICATIONTC "4.2.
INTERNAL COMMUNICATION"
3.2.1. CommoCheck

Lead will initiate a CommoCheck before take off. 

Example:

"REGAL BLUE check in on primary"

"BLUE 2"

"BLUE 3"

"BLUE 4"

"REGAL BLUE check in on secondary".

"BLUE 2" etc.
3.2.2. Take off

The leader will advice the formation before take-off, and the trail a/c will advice when in formation. 

(Call: «Holding Hands»)

Example:

Lead: "REGAL BLUE lift off in 10 seconds"
When in formation:

Trail: "Holding Hands".

If more than two A/C; start out with 70 Kias to establish the formation as soon as possible.

3.2.3. Before landing

Before landing, the leader issues landing instructions which normally includes landing area, turn, landing form​ation and how the aircraft will be positioned in the landing area.  He will normally advice when reducing speed on final.

Example:

"REGAL BLUE, landing area 3 o'clock, right 270° turn,  lead landing to the right"

If operating with radio silence, the leader will inform that a landing is in progress by turning on the anti-coll light for at least 15 secs, the formation will then prepare for landing.  This shall be thoroughly briefed at the formation briefing.

3.2.4. Overshoot

If a pilot decides to «wave off», he will advice the formation:

Example:

"BLUE 3 overshooting, turning left."

3.2.5. Orders

All formation changes should be repeated twice, followed by "Go".

Example:

"REGAL BLUE, stand by Combat Spread, Combat Spread, Go!"

3.2.6. Acknowledgment

If the mission is not executed under EMCON restrictions, all orders/information from the leader is normally answered by each formation member:

Example:

"Combat Spread, Combat Spread, Go"

"2"

"3" etc.

3.2.7. EMCON

If the mission is executed under strict EMCON, visual signals must be briefed in detail on the briefing.  These may be different light signals, rocking the aircraft etc.

· Anti collision on for 15 sec - Landing coming up

· Wobbling of tail - change formation to agreement

3.3. CREW COMMUNICATION (INTRA COMMUNICATION)

The leader must make every effort to know where his wingmen are at all times.

The calls «BLIND» and «VISUAL» shall be used between the crew to indicate to other crewmembers if one have visual contact with wingman, or not.

When doing a turn, the crewmember outside of the turn shall always check the «becoming» six o’clock position, and call: «Six o’clock clear».
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
