CHAPTER 9





EXTERNAL LOAD�ih "13.	EXTERNAL LOAD"�





1. LOADS, REQUIREMENTS ETC�ih "13.1.	LOADS, REQUIREMENTS ETC"�


Max permitted load�xe "External Load"��xe "Sling Load"� on the cargo hook is 3000 kg.  However the combined AUW of the aircraft plus the load must not exceed the max permitted AUW of the a/c.





1.1. Nets and strops


Only approved strops and nets shall be used.





1.2. Light loads/large volume


Beware of loads that are light and/or has a large volume.  Spars, poles etc should be carried vertically, they are less likely to swing that way.





1.3. Low speed envelope


Consult FM for low speed flight envelope, and for hover out of ground effect (OGE).





1.4. Ground crew brief


The ground crew must be briefed before the mission on normal- and emergency procedures. They must wear a helmet etc i a w  Helikopter Service SOM (Special Operating Manual).





1.5. Preflight


Before the sortie, carry out External and Pre-sortie checks of the Cargo hook i a w  FM.





1.6. Ground crew communication


If available the ground crew should have a VHF radio (use sqd frequency, 122.9 mhz).





2. PICKING UP THE LOAD�ih "13.2.	PICKING UP THE LOAD"�


Carry out PRE LANDING�xe "Initial landing Checks"�-, CARGO HOOK- and FINAL LANDING Checks.





Follow signals given by marshaller on the ground or Crewchief in the cabin door.  In the event of an aircraft emergency requiring the a/c to land, move left, and land.  The ground crew should move in the opposite direction.





Lift the load slowly, use a reference point on the ground in order to lift it straight up without any deflection on the strop.  When the load is airborne check hover power, loadmeter and determine whether power is sufficient for departing the area.  Beware of engine and gearbox limitations.





Compare hover power with expected hover power from FM. 





Avoid overflying buildings, people etc.  Complete the AFTER TAKE-OFF Checks and when above safe single engine speed switch off CARGO MASTER if anything other than a short transit is required.





3. TRANSIT�ih "13.3.	TRANSIT"�





3.1. Limitations


Consult the FM for limitations on speed, bank, trailing angle etc.  





3.2. Load swing


If the load starts to swing the following procedures may be used:





Fore aft	- Reduce speed.


Lateral	- Gentle steady turns and reduce speed.


Initiating a climb or descent may also help.

13.4.	RELEASING THE LOAD"�


Complete PRE LANDING checks and Switch on CARGO MASTER before final approach, complete FINAL checks.





WARNING


BEWARE OF HIGH ROD WITH A HEAVY LOAD ON THE HOOK. 





Follow signals given by marshaller on the ground or Crewchief in the cabin door.





Put the load carefully down and unload the strop before releasing.  If the load is fragile, move sideways before releasing to avoid damage from the swiveling link. 





Green external load release light on the Loadmeter indicates hook release.  Consult the FM for a complete explanation of the cargo release system.





Lift of slowly to confirm that the load is released.
